In 2005, under the leadership of Christy 

Harper, Day Camp made the transition to 

having 100% of their camp program take 

place at ñmain camp.ò  This transition was 

a wonderful change for the camp program 

and greatly enriched the camp lives of our 

campers and counselors.  Because the 

entire program was taking place at main 

camp, more opportunities arose for a 

wider variety of camp activities and, of 

course, more time for swimming and  

playing by the bay.   

     Since the transition in 2005 our crea-

tive, enthusiastic and tireless Day Camp 

Staff has worked with limited space and 

almost no home base.  Out of our space 

limitations a dream was bornð a dream 

that includes ample program space for 

Day Campers and Resident Campers, the 

opportunity to improve and expand our 

programs by building new facilities,  

renovating old ones and changing how 

Camp Wright functions as a four season 

facility. 

     We took our first step toward achieving that 

dream this summer.  After a whirlwind  

fundraising effort, a wet spring of nail biting, 

many trips to the Queen Anneôs County zoning 

office, the help of Atelier 11 Architecture in 

Easton, MD, and the work of Delmarva Pole in 

Delaware,  the Claire Smith Pavilion took shape. 

     The pavilionôs namesake was the loving and 

faithful wife of Al Smith, longtime Camp Wright 

Committee Member and Chair of the Financial 

Committee responsible for fundraising and  

financing several major camp projects.  Al says

the pavilion was named for her, but deeply moved and grateful. She was usually very happy to remain in the background.  Claire 

prayed for the success of camp every day, just as she prayed for all of us.
